Since in Mauritius only vaccinated students arcgrantedaccess to higher éducation institutions, successful candidates wlll have to be
vaccinated prior to coming to Mauritius. For successful candidates who cannot for médical purposes be vaccinated, they will be
rcquired to produce duly certlfled médical certificates,

To enter Mauritius, students must présent a négative PCR testtaken withln 72 huurs before departure from their home country, Covid-
19 testing will be required upon arrivai.
